On May 22, 2011 an EF-5 tornado cut through the center of Joplin, 
MO. The tornado grew to over a mile wide. In addition to 7,000 homes 
being completely destroyed, the town’s infrastructure was also heavily 
damaged, including the hospital and school. In addition to the loss of 
property, 159 lives were lost during the storm, making this disaster the 
second deadliest tornado in all of US history. 
Our volunteers will assist in continuing the re-construction efforts. This 
will be our second mission to Joplin.
